INSTALLING AND REPLACING
THE BATTERY

STEP 1: To replace or install the battery, turn
the scale onto its back and remove the battery
cover, then the exhausted battery.

STEP 2: Insert the new battery (1 x 3V
CR2032), observing the correct polarity, then
replace the cover.

Note: Take care when removing the exhausted
battery and make sure to dispose of it properly.



USING THE 5 KG TAB SCALE
UNIT CONVERSION

To switch between weight units, press the ‘MODFE’
button to cycle through the available options.

TO BEGIN WEIGHING

STEP 1: Place the scale onto a flat,

stable surface.

STEP 2: Place a suitable bowl (if needed) onto
the scale before turning it on.

STEP 3: Press the ‘ZERO’ button to activate the
scale. Wait for the LCD display to show the
weighing screen.
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STEP 4: Place the weighing objects onto the
scale and the LCD display will show the weight.

ZERO FUNCTION

To weigh different items consecutively without
removing them from the scale, place the first
item onto the scale and take the weight reading.
Press the ‘ZERO’ button to reset the scale
reading to ‘O’ before adding the next item.
Repeat as is necessary.
